6The Art of Caringd is an i nnov ahining ® help hdunderpriviltgéd ahtidievfer cr e a't
more talent development opportunities; to support and help local children and youth with disabilities in their education and

health. Last year, child and youth members under the care of SAHK were invited to submit over 300 paintings with various

themes relevant to their everyday lives. The program was fully funded and implemented by the Hotel Group from its

inception to completion, and the donation amount made direct to SAHK exceeded HK$120,000. 280 paintings were selected,

beautifully mounted and framed, and are now hung in all guest rooms in Empire Hotel Causeway Bay opened last year.

Hotel guests are welcome to make a donation purchase towards any paintings in the rooms for HK$500 apiece. 80% of any
subsequent proceeds will be given to SAHK for the development programs for the children and youth under its care. Key
objectives of the program are to help the underprivileged children for more talent development opportunities; to provide a
channel and platform for these children to express themselves and demonstrate their abilities through art and drawings.
